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The benefits of fresh plants in the bird's nest

The results of the research concluded that some birds increased the survival of
themselves and their young. By bringing fresh plants that smell of volatile substances to the nest
to prevent external parasites. and fresh plants with volatile matter and fresh, moist plants were
used to maintain the nest temperature appropriate for the hatching and growth of the chicks.
Including increasing reproductive success by using live plants to attract females to mate inside

the nest.
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
