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The results of this research It was found that ordinary Bangkok civil servants with different
gender, age, education level, status, income and position level. There are no different behaviors
for preparing for retirement. However, Bangkok Metropolitan Administration officers with different
working age had different statistical significance of retirement preparation behavior at the .05
level. 05 Studies have shown that individual retirement preparation behaviors may vary based on
individual factors such as gender, age, income, education level, status, etc. In addition, awareness
is an important factor. In this respect, financial, psychological, health and living awareness relied
on positive influences on the retirement preparation behaviors of BMA civil servants. Being more
aware of a particular subject will result in a greater tendency to exhibit behaviors related to it.
The findings from this research are useful in helping individuals prepare for life after retirement.
It is also beneficial to stakeholders in various related sectors in order to be prepared for various

operations.
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
